The Wide Open Wonder (W.O.W.) Trail is a 3-hour trail of the Singapore Biennale for 
students aged 13 – 18. The trail features key artworks and installations that will challenge 
the student’s view of art and the world.  
 
An unfolding experience along the lines of “Look, Discover, Respond and Wonder,” students 
will be guided through a multi-sensory journey with hands-on activities and thought-
provoking exercises, in an unforgettable encounter with contemporary art. 
 
Wide Open Wonder is jointly developed by Hopscotch Trail Gurus in collaboration with Lam 
Yishan and the National Arts Council.  
 
FEATURED WORKS 
 
Although SB2008 is host to a wide range of artworks and installations, W.O.W. Trail will only 
focus on eight pieces. The eight pieces have been specially selected to allow students to 
experience the different forms, mediums and materials that are used in contemporary art. 
The social commentaries of these focus pieces are also more relevant and appealing to 
teenagers.
